In addition, I recognize my obligation to keep all personal and financial information of the credit union members confidential.

I agree that any breech of the above mentioned items will be grounds for removal and possible legal action including prosecution both at the State and Federal level.
I recognize that nothing in this Confidentiality Agreement alters my voluntary position with the Credit Union.
